Psalm_89:5 “And the heavens shall praise 
thy wonders, O LORD: thy faithfulness also 
in the congregation of the saints.” Even so, 
most Christian experts are afraid to look at the 
constellations of the night sky. Afraid that 
someone will think: “they believe in the 
Zodiac.”

Isaiah_13:10 For the stars of heaven and 
the constellations thereof shall not give 
their (אור) enlightenment. However, the early 
Church called the stars of the heavens “The 
Way” and did not use the stars for personal 
predictions. Those constellations acted as an 
interface or Story Board to pass down the 
believers stories using the constellations as 
their text and the star names to unfold stories 
hidden in the stars of the night sky.
However, Job describes two of  these 
constellations as a fight between God and evil 
in this way: 

Job 26:13, “HE garnishes the heavens and 
with His hand slew the fleeing Serpent”

Genesis  3:15  
And I will put enmity between 

thee and the woman, and 
between thy seed and her 

seed; it shall bruise thy head, 
and thou shalt bruise his heel.





Revelation 12:3
Then another sign appeared in the sky:

a great red dragon with 

seven heads

and seven crowns
 

on his heads

His tail swept down a third of the stars of the sky...

Then the dragon stood in front of the woman who was about to give birth,

When the dragon saw that he had been thrown down to the earth, he pursued the woman who 

had given birth to the male child.

...to her place where she is fed for a time, and times, and half a time.

Then the serpent spewed water from his mouth like a river to sweep the woman away with the flood.
