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lived at Pethor on the river Euphrates, to come and curse them. When
the Lord would not permit Balaam to curse Israel,“he suggest,?d to
Balak that he invite them to the licentious feasts of Baal-Peor,” and
thus cause Israel to fall into a snare that would so anger the Lord, that
he would Himself destroy them. This Balak did, and the result was
that when the men of Israel went to those sensual feasts and saw the
“daughters of Moab” they committed whoredoms with them, which so
kindled God’s anger that He sent a plague that destroyed 42,000 of
them. Now the word “Pergamos” means “Marriage,” and when the

Church entered info a union with the State it was guilty of “Spiritual

Fornication” or “Balaamism.”

The "Balaam Method”™ that Constantine employed was to give to
the Bishops of the Church a number of imposing buildings called
Basilicas for conversion into churches, for whose decoration he was
lavish in the gift of money. He also supplied superb vestments for the
clergy, and soon the Bishop found himself clad in costly vestments,
seated on a lofty throne in the apse of the Basilica, with a marble altar,
adorned with gold and gems, on a lower level in front of him. A sen-
suous form of worship was introduced, the character of the preaching
was changed, and the great “Pagan Festivals” were adopted, with but
little alteration, to please the Pagan members of the church, and

attract Pagans to the church. For illustration, as the Winter Solstice

falls on the 21st day of December, which is the shortest day in the
year, and it is not until the 25th that the day begins to lengthen, which
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Pergamum was a noted center for culture and education, having one of the greatest libraries of
the ancient world, with more than 200,000 volumes.

Pergamum was also an extremely religious city. It had temples to the Greek and Roman gods
Dionysus, Athena, Demeter, and Zeus. It also had three temples dedicated to the worship of the
Roman Emperor.

Some 50 years before Smyrna won the honor of building the first temple to Tiberius, the city of
Pergamos won the right to build the first temple to worship Caesar Augustus in the Roman
province of Asia.

Pergamum was especially known as a center for the worship of the deity known as

. Represented by a serpent, Asclepios was the god of healing and knowledge. There was a
medical school at his temple in Pergamum. Because of the famous temple to the Roman god of
healing, sick and diseased people from all over the Roman Empire traveled to Pergamum for
relief.

“Sufferers were allowed to spend the night in the darkness of the temple. In the temple there
were tame snakes. In the night the sufferer might be touched by one of these tame and
harmless snakes as it glided over the ground on which he lay. The touch of the snake was held
to be the touch of the god himself, and the touch was held to bring health and healing.”

of his job and welfare. But in spite of what he may be deprived of, God
will provide his sustenance.

Secondly, they are promised a white stone. In the ancient world
there were two ways that one received a white stone. One way was
when a person was found innocent in a trial, he was given a white
stone as a symbol of acquittal. Another way was when a person was
to be received into the membership of a private club, he would be
given a white stone which was a symbol of his acceptance. Both
elements might be included in this second promise. He will be
acquitted of the guilt of that particular church, and it will be a mark of
his acceptance with Christ.

The third promise is that he will be given a new name written on
the stone which only he will know. Often in Scripture a new name was
given to a person after he had overcome certain spiritual problems.
One example is that of Jacob who was given the name Israel (Genesis

32:22-32). Another is Abram whose name was changed to Abraham
(Genesis 17:1-8).
